Refuges which provide a sanctuary and support for people
affected mainly by domestic violence, abuse, addictions and other
hardships.

ADRA also offers a number of transition services to meet
immediate needs of those in financial crisis, providing food
parcels and other forms of relief while developmentally
addressing the underlying issues that cause such poverty.



At-risk youth projects that provide practical training, mentoring
and life-skill training to help build resilience and avoid risky
behaviours.

ADRA Australia also runs a school-based resilience program and
provides schools with resources that help build school
connectedness and resilience among young people.

In Australia, ADRA also engages in refugee assistance by
providing resettlement support such as health training, English
fluency training, budget assistance, driver training and assistance
to find employment.

In Australia, ADRA supports disaster or crises responses. In
NSW, the ACT and WA, ADRA specifically works with
government to provide emergency accommodation during times
of disaster or crises.

ADRA Australia does not discriminate who it provides assistance
to. ADRA Australia provides assistance to people regardless of
their ethnic, political or religious affiliation.
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As you can see, ADRA Australia supports a variety of
humanitarian services in Australia, the Pacific, Asia and Africa.
This year, ADRA Australia has committed to allocating all funds
raised through the ADRA Appeal to its work in the Pacific and
Australia.

A range of resources have been prepared to help you remember
all these details.

The ADRA Appeal brochure and the tin wrap contain all the
relevant information about who ADRA is, where it works, where
the money goes and how to make a donation.

The receipt book contains an identification badge and a sample
speech of what to say to the people at the door. A document has
also been prepared which shows how to respond to some of the
frequently asked questions that people may have and how to
collect from businesses.

We encourage everyone to go door-knocking, however those who
are unable to go collecting may choose to partake in alternative
methods of fundraising such as: concerts, trivia nights, walk-a-
thons, garage sales, auctions, karaoke nights, open gardens and
much more.

To run a fundraising
activity other than door-knocking, contact ADRA Australia to
request authorisation and to register your activity.
